
Bio for Major Henry Chan 
 
Major Chan was born in Guyana, South America in 1960 and 
moved to Canada in 1966.  He completed high school in Lynn 
Lake, Manitoba and enrolled into the ROTP program at the 
Royal Military College in 1977.

In 2002, Major Chan returned to Ottawa to work for the 
Chief of Air Staff as a Realty Asset advisor.
